Patrick Cheng has lived in New York City for over fifteen years. Patrick is a theologian, seminary professor, and ordained minister. He has been a long-time member of GAPIMNY, and he is the coordinator of Queer Asian Spirit, an organization dedicated to the spiritual wellness of LGBTQ Asian Americans. Michael Boothroyd is an actor in New York City. While not being of Asian descent, Michael has navigated the challenges of being a non-Asian-American same-sex partner in a predominantly Asian-American family for nearly two decades.

Deanna Cheng is the mother of two sons and two beautiful grandsons. She grew up in Taiwan and Hong Kong, and has lived in the United States since the early 1970s. Deanna recently spoke at a press conference for Lunar New Year For All, which sponsored the first-ever inclusion of an LGBTQ Asian American contingent in the 2010 New York City Chinatown Lunar New Year Parade. In connection with that event, Deanna was covered by a number of Chinese American newspapers as well as the New York Daily News.
