On June 14th, 2010, the Unitarian Universalist United Nations Office is honored to host a day-long consultation on the human rights of lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender people, and the international decriminalization of sexual orientation and gender identity with Ugandan Bishop Christopher Senyonjo, LGBT advocate, ally, and exiled Bishop of the Church of Uganda. Bishop Senyonjo is touring the United States to speak out about the struggle for LGBT human rights in his country-one of 37 countries in Africa where homosexuality is criminalized. Bishop Senyonjo has strongly condemned the anti-gay legislation pending in Uganda, stating that it violates the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and other United Nations human rights treaties.

The Rt. Rev. Dr. Christopher Senyonjo is a graduate of Union Theological Seminary (STM, 1963). He received an honorary degree from Yale University (Doctor of Divinity) and a Doctor of Ministry from Hartford Seminary. He is also President of Integrity Uganda.

Bishop Christopher Senyonjo has been publicly censored by the Church of Uganda for his courage and dedicated pastoral care of the LGBT community. The Bishop risks prison for providing support and sanctuary to the LGBT community in the homophobic climate of Uganda at this time when the Anti-Homosexuality Bill remains stalled in parliament  

Bishop Senyonjo's historic six-week tour of the United States culminates in this day-long consultation at the Church Center of the United Nations. The goal of the consultation is to explore the connection between religion, faith-based activism and violence against LGBT people, and how it connects to HIV/AIDS education and prevention. Presentations in the morning by scholars and experts on how American evangelicals are exporting homophobia to sub-Saharan Africa will be followed by a working lunch and discussions on policy and human rights advocacy in the afternoon. The focus is on creating solutions, facing realities and engaging in conversation across diplomatic, NGO and LGBT sectors. 

We hope you will be able to join Bishop Senyonjo, along with LGBT religious leaders, media experts, UN NGO representatives and diplomats at this consultation, which will be held Monday, June 14th, 9:00 AM to 5:00 PM on the 10th floor of the Church Center of the United Nations, 777 United Nations Plaza, 44th Street (at First Avenue), New York, New York 10017.

We look forward to hearing from you as soon as possible as space is limited. 

On June 13th, Bishop Senyonjo will be preaching at the Cathedral Church of St. John the Divine. All are welcome to hear him at the 11:00 AM liturgy.
