I am a retired Episcopal priest who has worked for the past three years to develop a Latino ministry in the Diocese of Olympia (Western Washington). 

 

For two years I was the sacerdote of Santa Isabel in Burien, WA. 

 

Last fall I traveled to Argentina and met the Rev. Tom Hanks. He introduced me to Otras Ovejas. I have worked for LGBT rights for many years but I have come to realize the challenge it is to be openly gay and Christian in the Latino community. Otras Ovejas seemed like a ministry that complimented the one I was already involved in. So, I traveled to New York City to meet Stephen Parelli and his partner Jose Ortiz. They are wonderfully caring and dedicated men and I think we shall work well
